

Midfield Curricular Goals 

	To become a Brillant Bookworm with well developed concepts of print and spoken word, placing great emphasis on enjoying familiar and traditional stories and rhymes. 

	First milestone: 

Children who attend nursery will increasingly begin to enjoy experiences that involve talking, singing, playing, and sharing stories. 





	When children start nursery they will be exposed to a range of texts and rhymes (including familiar and traditional stories as well as nursery rhymes). 

They can explore a wide range of texts that are on offer to them throughout the continuous provision. They will begin to share texts with their peers aswell as sharing these at home with parents. 

Children will understand the importance of books, caring for them, and handling them appropriately. 

As children settle and grow in confidence their involvement in stories and rhymes deepens and listening and speaking skills are developed in a planned way. 


	Second milestone:

[bookmark: _heading=h.503j7auzxzo2]Children take part in interactive reading. They respond to the features of the stories. Children engage in stories and rhymes with props and join in with actions, repetitive words and phrases. 
	[bookmark: _heading=h.3zmrdfo7y95t]As children become more used to interactive reading, they ask questions and make links between what happens in the story and their own experiences. Children join in with rhymes and songs e.g. repeating words or following actions. Children play with props to retell/make up their own stories.

[bookmark: _heading=h.vig5sr2zte8s]Children will be developing new vocabulary and will begin to engage in extended conversations around their favourite stories and rhymes.

[bookmark: _heading=h.k55l0odr0qn4]Through adult modelling of stories, children will begin to develop an understanding of varying concepts of print such as directionality for example when turning the pages of a book, making sure the book is the right way up, we read from left to right and how text is tracked. Children will be introduced to important parts within a book such as to the author and illustrator.

	Third milestone:

[bookmark: _heading=h.wx7r09o3391m]Children will begin to develop their phonological awareness. 

	Nursery staff understand that before the introduction of systematic phonics teaching, children will begin to hear and say sounds in words and enjoy a love of word play. 

This is promoted by children’s phonological awareness and interest in sounds through rhymes, recognition of initial sounds. Only when children show that they have strong pre phonic knowledge and can hear and say sounds in words will set 1 (RWInc) phonemes be introduced in the Summer term. This will be dependent on the needs of individuals. 

Children will be more familiar with recognising print in books and how it conveys meaning. They will begin to explore the idea of ‘words’ and how they help to have meaning to tell stories within books. 


	Final milestone:

Children will have developed mastery of concepts in early literacy skills. They will have developed the ability to interpret, create and communicate meaning through reading in different forms and how they use literacy for different purposes. Children will be confident storytellers that can talk about characters, ask questions, act out in role and recall familiar stories. They will have a love of reading and sharing books.
