

Midfield Curricular Goals 

	To become a Confident Communicator who can listen carefully in different situations, hold a conversation with peers and adults, ask relevant questions and use vocabulary to explain ideas and feelings. 

	First milestone: 

Children will be listening attentively to a range of situations. They listen to stories, join in with songs and rhymes, listen to instructions given, and enter into independent play with peers. 



	Children will be developing their listening skills and be giving attention to what is being said to them by others. They will begin to respond appropriately. 

Children will be beginning to engage in independent play where they are encouraged to share ideas with their peers, listen to the ideas of others and respond appropriately. This collaborative talk will be facilitated through the support of the nursery practitioners. 

Practitioners recognise the importance of non-verbal communication in supporting language development. Children are exposed to a range of strategies by combining different communication and language approaches.

Practitioners will be role modelling, involved in back and forth interactions, discussions based around children’s interests and curiosity, and will be continually building upon children's language by extending and scaffolding new vocabulary.
