(Prime Area)

To become a Confident Communicator.
Who can listen carefully in different situations, hold a conversation with peers and adults, ask relevant questions and use vocabulary to explain ideas and feelings. 
	*To be able to listen to simple stories and understand what is happening, with the help of the pictures.
*To be able to identify familiar objects and properties for practitioners when they are described. For example: ‘Hassan’s coat’, ‘blue car’, ‘shiny apple’.

To become a Brilliant Bookworm.
With well-developed concepts of print and spoken word, placing great emphasis on enjoying familiar and traditional stories and rhymes. 
	The main focus in Nursery is being a 'talk-a-lot, read-a-lot' setting. Reading stories, singing and rhymes are incorporated throughout the day and help to develop language. Quality talk is prioritised and a communication-friendly environment enables children to develop important communication and language skills. Phase 1 of a phonics teaching programme is used to support the language and literacy of our Nursery children before moving onto the Read, Write, Inc programme. 
Children develop their pre-phonics skills by exploring environmental sounds, musical instruments, body percussion, rhythm and rhyme, voice sounds and alliteration.
In the summer term, we move on to following the Read Write Inc programme of phonics to develop awareness of letter sounds. This focusses primarily on using 'Fred Talk' to promote oral blending. 
We enjoy many books throughout our day, giving children opportunities to think about how stories are structured, to make predictions about what might happen next and to retell and act out stories.
Here at Midfield, we understand the progression of skills which lead to writing; so activities to build both gross and fine motor skills are always available, such as digging in the mud area, daily dough disco and large scale mark-making with paints and chalks outside.

Characteristics of Effective Learning:
Playing and exploring: - Children investigate and experience things, and ‘have a go’. Children who actively participate in their own play develop a larger store of information and experiences to draw on which positively supports their learning 
Active learning: - Children concentrate and keep on trying if they encounter difficulties. They are proud of their own achievements. For children to develop into self-regulating, lifelong learners they are required to take ownership, accept challenges and learn persistence.
Creating and thinking critically: - Children develop their own ideas and make links between these ideas. They think flexibly and rationally, drawing on previous experiences which help them to solve problems and reach conclusions. 
4 Overarching Principles:
Unique Child: Every child is unique and has the potential to be resilient, capable, confident and self-assured.  
Positive Relationships: Children flourish with warm, strong & positive partnerships between all staff and parents/carers. This promotes independence across the EYFS curriculum. Children and practitioners are NOT alone – embrace each community. 
Enabling environments: Children learn and develop well in safe and secure environments where routines are established and where adults respond to their individual needs and passions and help them to build upon their learning over time. 
Learning and Development: Children develop and learn at different rates (not in different ways as it stated 2017). We must be aware of children who need greater support than others.
